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Great Gatsby Movie Questions

1. What is the day and year during the first scene at Daisy's house?
2. How does Nick react to Jordan?
3. Describe the "valley of ashes." What does it look like and what does it represent?
4. Compare Myrtle Wilson to Daisy Buchannan. 
5. Having read all of the details about Gatsby, his home and his demeanor, how does the movie version measure up to your vision of him?
6. What line of work does Meyer Wolfsheim look like he is in?
7. Nick says, "There are only the pursued, the pursuing, the busy and the tired." What does Nick mean? How does each character in the novel fit into this schema?
8. Describe the effect of rain on the plot of Daisy and Gatsby rendezvous.
9. How long will Daisy and Gatsby’s reunion last? Give specific examples for your answer. 
1.  Gatsby says he loves Daisy, although there is the sense that he is not in love with her as much as he is in love with the idea of her.  Where in the movie did you see evidence of Gatsby’s love for an ideal rather than a person?
2. When Gatsby is confronting Tom at the hotel, he wants Daisy to say she never loved Tom.  Daisy tells Gatsby, “You want too much.”  What does Gatsby really want?  Does he want too much?  Why can’t Gatsby have it?
3. Throughout the movie, Gatsby has difficulty accepting that the past is over and done with.  Where in the movie do you see him trying to recapture the past?  What does this say about him?  Should people live their lives longing for something in the past?  Why or why not?
4. What did you think of Nick, the narrator of the movie?  How would you describe him?  How does he feel about Gatsby at the end of the film? 
5. One last question – what was the deal with all the birds and the different shots of birds in the movie? (The birds in the bird feeder when Gatsby and Daisy reunite, the dead seagull after Gatsby’s party for Daisy, etc.)  What do you think they might symbolize or represent?
